Could you support your family’s most basic needs if 
you started out next month with only $10 dollars?  
You will find out when you join us for a unique    
opportunity to experience the virtual realities of    
poverty.  With 32.9 million Americans, 11.7 million 
of whom are under the age of 18 living in poverty 
everyday, it is difficult for those of us who have 
enough to truly understand the situations that       
families living in poverty experience every day.
